required so an old schoolhouse from the

The building
was also the original home of the Circle J
Cowboy Church that now resides up the
road in Tioga.

They can help you achieve your vision for most
any wood related project. From mantels to fencing they enjoy helping
seeing a DYI project through.

Inside Cedar Depot, don’t be surprised to find a long standing
roofing company that has been owned by Phillips since 1995.
Through Phillips’ antiques, roofing company and cedar mill he
has a longstanding relationship in the community and a good
reputation of getting the job done right. If you are looking for
something specific, especially in historic signage, he is the one to
go to.
