to Reduce Suicide

Among Young Adults and Veterans

AUSTIN, TX — Texas is work-
ing toward preventing suicide
among young adults and veter-
ans in the state, highlighting the
resources available to people at
risk of suicide and offering sup-
port for loved ones who can help.

Texas health officials urge
people to know the warning signs
of suicide and learn more about
Texas prevention resources.

Warning signs include talking
about wanting to die, feeling
hopeless or being a burden to
others, planning or looking for
a way to kill themselves, with-
drawing from family or friends,
and acting like there’s no reason
to live.

“Suicide is a serious public
health that affects all
Texas communities, and it is
preventable,” said Dr. Courtney
N. Phillips, HHS executive
commissioner. “We know that

in Texas, younger people and
veterans experience higher rates
of suicide. We're looking at how
we can reach those groups with
the message that Texas is here for

them and there is hope.”

Suicide is the second-
leading cause of death for
Texans ages 15 to 34 and the
fourth-leading cause of death
for those ages 35 to 44. Texas
veterans are more than twice
as likely than civilians to take
their own lives.

Crisis lines, grant programs,
educational courses and part-
nerships with local communi-
ties help highlight the warning
signs and put people in touch
with assistance. If a person is
at risk for suicide, it’s impor-
tant to act right away, offer
hope and get help.

Officials encourage people
in crisis and concerned family
members to call the National
Suicide Prevention Lifeline
at 800-273-8255 (800-273-
TALK) to connect with coun-
selors for emotional support
and other services. This service
is available 24/7 and also has a
dedicated Veterans Crisis Line

it or not, this time last year we © *

were already talking about fall
armyworms being active in hay
fields. Last year’s activity was due
to a cooler wet climate that was a

perfect fall armyworm environ- |

ment. This year so far things have
different in terms of weather.
Temperatures have been warm
the past 45 days, while we have
had some rains, things have pretty
dry since we entered the dog days
of summer. Regardless, at some
point things will cool off and fall
rains that we get in September will
promote armyworm activity. Be-
fore we get to that point I wanted
to go over some basic armyworm
information.

The fall armyworm is a com-
mon pest of Bermuda grass, sor-
ghum, corn, wheat and rye grass
and many other crops in north and
central Texas. Larvae of fall army-
worms are green, brown or black, a
distinct white line between the eyes
forms an inverted “Y” pattern on

the face. Armyworms are very
small (less than 1/8 inch) at first,
cause little plant damage and
as a result often go unnoticed.
Larvae feed for 2-3 weeks and
full grown larvae are about 1 to
1 1/2 inches long. Given their
immense appetite, great num-
bers, and marching ability, fall
armyworms can damage entire
fields or pastures in a few days.
Management. Fall army-
worm outbreaks in pastures and
hay fields often occur following
a rain which apparently creates
favorable conditions for eggs
and small larvae to survive in

As asmall-business owner, youre
responsible for two families: the one
you have at home, and the one you
have through work. No matter what
your business, a well-conceived
insurance and benefits program
is essential.

To get a sense of how well
youve planned for these re-
sponsibilities, ask yourself these
questions:

One of the first things any
business owner needs to consider
is how to protect against events
that may threaten the future of
the business, like the death or
disability of a proprietor, partner
or key employee.

Let’s start with the worst-case
scenario: the death of one of the
business owners. What will hap-
pen to your business if you die?
Many small-business owners

loans with personal assets. If you
have business loans and were to
die before they were paid off, you
might think your family could sell
or %iquidate the business to cover
the debts and provide financial
security for them.

In reality, this rarely happens.
When the family is forced to sell
the business quickly, they may
have to sell at a discount or dur-
ing market conditions that make
the business less attractive. In
other cases, the business may be
worth very little without the pro-
prietor or partner. Individual life
insurance can protect your fam-
ily by providing funds to cover
debts, ongoing living expenses
and future plans, in the event
that something happens to you.

Life insurance also can be struc-
tured to fund a buy-sell agreement.
This is a contract among owners
to buy a deceased owner’s share of
the business at a previously agreed
upon price in the event of death,
disability or retirement.

Why are these agreements so im-
portant? You might think that if you
die, your family could maintain their
income by running the business
themselves or by hiring someone to
handle the day-to-day management.
The fact is, your loved ones may not
have the skills or the desire for the
job, and your co-owners may not
welcome the idea of an unintended

artner. With a properly structured
and funded buy-sell agreement,
your business partners won't have to
scramble to come up with the money
to buy out your share of the business,
and you'll be guaranteed that your
survivors will be compensated fairly
and promptly.

Buy-sell agreements are typically
funded by life insurance policies
purchased on the lives of each of
the business owners. The amount
is usually specified in a contract
created with the help of an attor-
ney. You can enter into a buy-sell
agreement at any time, but it often
makes sense to do so when a busi-
ness is formed or when new owners
are brought into the business. Be-
cause business values can fluctuate,
it’s important to review the contract
with your accountant at least once
pet year or to include a calculation
method in the agreement. Also be
sure the insurance coverage fund-
ing the agreement is up to date.

Business owners can also in-
sure against the risk of becoming
disabled and unable to work. In
this case, disability income buyout
insurance would fund the buy-sell
agreement, allowing the disabled
owners to be bought out, typically
after a one-year waiting period.

Key person insurance is anoth-
er essential component of a smart
business continuation plan. Key
person insurance is life or disabil-
ity insurance purchased by the
business on such an employee and
payable to the business. When a
key person dies or becomes dis-
abled, insurance can help make
up for lost sales or earnings or
cover the cost of finding or train-
ing a replacement.

are powerful and the blades are
shrouded for maximum airflow.
They needed to be quiet, so they
are all belt-driven and loaded with
fine details so the only noise you
hear is the actual air movement
and not vibrations. They needed
to last a long time, so everything
is either powder-coated, stainless
steel, or zinc-plated for corrosion
resistance. 'The motors are made
in the USA and enclosed to keep
out contaminants that will slow
them and lead to failure.

The key to managing fall ar-
myworms is frequent inspection
of fields. Look for smaller worms,
even when you think there might
not be anything out there. Once
larvae are more than 3 inch
long, the quantity of foliage they
eat increases dramatically. Dur-
ing their final 2-3 days of feed-
ing, armyworms eat 80% of the
total foliage consumed during
their entire development.

Seedling plants have a harder
time with armyworms than
established plants. Infestations
of more than 2-3 armyworms
(1/2 inch or longer) per square
foot may justify an insecticide
application. If practical, apply
insecticides early in the morning

or late in the evening when
armyworm larvae are most
active and therefor most likely
to come into contact with the
insecticide spray.

If the field is near harvest,
an early harvest, rather than
an insecticide treatment, is an
option. One the field is cut,
most of the armyworm will
die due to lack of food and ex-
posure to high temperatures.
In some cases, armyworms
can move into an adjacent
field and continue to feed.

Treatment. The following
chart list multiple insecticide
control options for army-
worms. One new technology
is a nuclear polyhedrosis virus
found in nature that kill’s fall
armyworm has been cultured
and formulated into an in-
secticide and is commercially
available under the name
Fawligen (AgBiTech LLC,
Ft. Worth, TX). It is toxic
only to larvae of the fall army-
worm and beet armyworm. It
is labeled for hay production
and pasture, but studies are
needed to determine best use
practices and efhicacy under
field conditions in the US.
